It’s your choice, you’re either in the program, or down in the office, what’s it going to be?

Mahgul: See what you did.

Vicky: I didn’t do anything!! Ms. I’ll do the program but I don’t know what this one considers good judgement…

Mahgul: Be quiet, of course I’ld rather do that program.

Mubashra: Good come with me, we need to fill out some slips….

Mary: The girls followed Ms. Yousaf and completed the standard slips for booking an appointment to begin the peer mediation program. Take a look for yourselves.

Mubashra: Welcome to the PMP program. For those of you who do not know who I am, my name is Ms. Yousaf and I am one of the teacher advisors for this program. For those of you who do not know what this program is, we have some senior peer mediators here today to speak with you. Each group of you will be assigned two peer mediators directly after they speak. Please Welcome Kathy and Menikta.

Kathy: Hey everyone. Well if you are standing in this room then you have basically been involved in a conflict, which may otherwise be resolved downstairs in the office, or through detentions. As opposed to dealing with detentions, and other punishments, peer mediation is here to help you deal with your conflicts in a better way, so that you may avoid other confrontations and steer clear of trouble within the school.

Menikta: Right now we would like everyone to introduce him or herself and tell us what your favourite food is. We want you to feel comfortable speaking with us so feel free to open up and share something about yourselves.
Kathy: okay great. Now it’s time to go over some of the rules.

1. You must always be honest.

2. You must remain quiet whenever anyone else is speaking; you will get your turn to speak.

3. You must listen and try to understand why this conflict happened; do not shut yourself out from what anyone else is saying.

4. Don’t be afraid to say what’s on your mind

5. Your must sign a contact before you complete the peer mediation program. 

6. You must respect each other!

Menikta: Some of the steps that you must be aware of in peer mediation are: 

1. You will tell the whole story

2. Your will identify the facts of the conflict and your feelings

3. You must generate opinions

4. You must make an agreement

Do you have any questions about the program?

Vicky: no no questions.

Kathy: All right, how about you mahgul?

Mahgul: nope.

Mubashra: Now it’s time to start the program. Vicky and Mahgul, you will be with Menikta and Kathy…

Menikta: All right, Vicky please tell us your side of the story first & Mahgul please stay quiet and listen to what Vicky has to say.

Vicky: Well I was at my locker in the blue hallway on the second floor at my lunch. Mahgul walked by me & as I turned to walk away from my locker I bumped into her. She started calling me all these names like a “trashy hoe”.

Menikta: Is their any previous hostility between you two? Why would she just say that to you?

Vicky: When we were in grade six, we went to the same elementary school. We never really got along. I think it was basically because she was popular and I wasn’t, so she would pick on me to look good.

Kathy: Mahgul, can you please explain your side of the story now.

Mahgul: Well when we were in elementary school she would always try to be like me. It was annoying. Now I just try to avoid her, but when she bumped into me in the hall I snapped and told her off. I just can’t stand her. She’s such a try hard.
Kathy: So basically, both you and Mahgul have had problems in the past that have been surpressed. This has made you uneasy around one another and when you bumped into Mahgul, the tension between the both of you broke, and Mahgul said some very inappropriate things to you.

Menikta: Is that everything?

Vicky: yeah I guess that’s it.

Mahgul: Guess so...
Kathy: Do you both understand where the other person is coming from? Do you see and understand each other’s perspective on this issue?
Mahgul: Yeah I know that the reason for this happening is based on what happened in elementary school, just like she said.

Vicky: I know that she doesn’t like me from things that happened in our pasted, but I don’t think that her feelings toward me are very justifiable. 

Menikta: All right, well now I would like for you both to go back and tell your stories to one another. Listen to each other and try to understand each other. Vicky…

Vicky: well it really bothers me that you don’t give me a chance to prove to you that I’m not the same little geek inside. I grew up, but I guess you didn’t.

Mahgul: Well I don’t like you. You’re trying hard. You may have changed but I don’t know…. I can’t accept that.

Mary: The Peer Mediators will now draw out I think, I feel, I want statements out of the students to build up to a solution to the conflict. They will do this by asking questions, and asking each other to switch roles for a moment.

Kathy: Vicky, I get the feeling that you feel hurt, and that you changed yourself to become a better person and it hurts you to not be accepted.

Vicky: yeah... That’s true.

Menikta: Mahgul, I think that you are scared to try to understand that Vicky is different. I want you guys to change roles for a second. What do you think would have happened in the hall the other day if you were the person sitting next to you?

Vicky: I think I would have forgiven Mahgul for bumping into me, and not made a big deal about it.

Mahgul: I would have just said sorry and walked away. I guess.

Kathy: I think that you both need to work out your past issues with one another, because this hostility cannot go on. Vicky feels hurt and Mahgul is not allowing herself to forgive or even forget.

Mary: The mediators will ask the students how they think that this problem can be resolved to allow them to find a solution to the problem on their own.

Menikta: How, do you think you can both solve this problem?

Mahgul: I guess we could actually try to talk to each other more often. I should probably try to be a little less judgemental.

Vicky: We could try to sit down at lunch or tomorrow and try to catch up on things. Maybe you (turns to Mahgul) could see me as a different person.

Menikta: That’s great, why don’t each of you take this paper and write down as many solutions that you can think of. (After a few seconds)

Kathy: Reads off solutions and asks the other person if they agree to it.

Menikta: All right, you both agreed to___________________________________

_____________________________________________(Solutions) Now you both have to sit down and write up this contract in your own words. The instructions are on the sheet.

Kathy: Great, it’s all signed and ready to go. Now all you have left to do is follow up. In one week we have to meet back here at 2:50 all right!

Vicky: okay

Mahgul: all right

Menikta: see you then …

Vicky and Mahgul: bye

*Vicky & Mahgul Walk back in*

Kathy: Hey! Have a seat, nice to see you again.

Menikta: So how did the plan go?

Vicky: It went by well, we got to work some issues out, and now there isn’t really any tension between us.

Mahgul: Yeah, I believed that Vicky’s different now I don’t hat here, but she’s not my best friend or anything.

Kathy: And she doesn’t have to be, you just have to respect her as a person.

(Mahgul nods head)

Menikta: So what did you learn most from this experience?

Vicky: Well before you react towards anyone, you have to think above you options. If a conflict does occur, then there are always ways resolving it if you are willing to do so.

Mahgul: Yeah, and I think I learned a lot about my character. I feel more modivated to try to be a better person.

Kathy: That’s really great to here. Before you leave, I just wanted to remind you that if you ever need us, we will be here, and you can always stop and talk to us in the halls. 

Menikta: Thanks a lot guys. Take care of yourselves.
