Peer Mediator Training Process


Peer mediation will require a full out program for training of peer mediators. This will happen through out administration and staff. In the future, if other students would like the become a peer mediation for this program, they would be able to be trained by the previous mediators, as long as they have been mediating for the minimum of a year and have gotten their certificate of accomplishment. 


Training will most likely take place once a week, for three sessions. Each session should be approximately 1-½ hours to 2 hours. The training would take place in a peaceful place such as the learning center, lecture hall, or an empty classroom, where trainers and trainees can have their privacy – after school or on the weekend (not to be interfered with normal scheduled classes). 


Peer Mediators will learn how to cope with conflicts properly, role play to practice what to do if a certain situation emerges, learn to negotiate and communicate in a respectful manner, learn what conflict is and the different types of conflict. They will be taught how not to take sides in a conflict, not to be biased, how to interact with students and how to listen. 


Materials that will be needed for the training process will include handouts, photocopies, transparencies, video tapes, and the essential books.
